Monday, April 20: Easter Weekday 

 

Tuesday, April 21: St. Anselm, Bishop and Doctor of 

the Church: Anselm is one of the Church’s greatest 

theologians. He is sometimes called the “Father of 

Scholasticism” for his attempt to analyze and explain the 

truths of faith through the use of reason.  At age 27 

Anselm, after many years when he was indifferent toward 

religion and after years of worldly living, experienced a 

conversion of heart and entered the monastery of Bec in 

Normandy.  He was elected prior three years later, and 

then was unanimously chosen as abbot.  An original and 

independent thinker, Anselm was admired for his 

patience, gentleness, and teaching skill. During these 

years at the monastery he began publishing his 

theological works.  His best-known work is Cur Deus 

Homo (“Why God Became Man”).  Anselm was 

appointed archbishop of Canterbury in 1093, at age 60.  

His attempts to reform the church in England raised the 

ire of King Rufus, and Anselm went into exile returning 

after Rufus died in 1100.  Henry I was now king, and he 

had invited Anselm back to Britain, but controversy soon 

followed.  King and Bishop clashed over Henry’s 

insistence on choosing and investing English bishops.  

Anselm again went into exile, this time for three years.  

Anselm was known for his care of the poor.  He also 

opposed the slave trade which was common in Britain at 

this time.  His passionate opposition to this practice won 

passage of a national resolution banning the sale of 

human beings.  For his theological writings Anselm is a 

Doctor of the Church. 

 

Wednesday, April 22: Easter Weekday/Earth Day 

 

 

Thursday, April 23: St. George, Martyr: Tradition 

holds that St. George was decapitated perhaps in 

Palestine before the reign of the Emperor Constantine – 

probably in in the early 4

th

 century.  Legends soon began 

to develop around him, and by the 12

th

 century George 

was depicted as a knight and the slayer of dragons.  Since 

the time of the crusades he has been considered the 

patron saint of England and of Constantinople. 

 

Friday, April 24: St. Fidelis of Sigmaringen, Priest 

and Martyr; Arbor Day: Born in 1577, Mark Rey 

became a lawyer who constantly upheld the causes of 

poor and oppressed people. Nicknamed “the poor man’s 

lawyer,” Rey left his law career to become a member of 

the Capuchin Order. Fidelis was his religious name. As a 

follower of St. Francis, Fidelis continued his devotion to 

the weak and needy.  He was sent as a missionary to the 

Calvinists in Switzerland, a dangerous task.   On the way 

home from preaching at Seewis, to which he had gone 

against the advice of his friends, he was killed. Fidelis was 

canonized in 1746. Fifteen years later he was recognized 

as a martyr. 

 

Saturday, April 25; St. Mark, Evangelist: St. Mark, 

sometimes called John Mark, was a cousin of Paul’s 

companion, Barnabas, and a disciple of the Apostle 

Peter.  He is mentioned in the book of Acts, and the 

Gospel of Mark is ascribed to him.  This Gospel is 

considered by some scholars as Peter’s recollections of 

Jesus as told to Mark and was probably the earliest 

Gospel written, most likely before 70 A.D.  It is certainly 

the shortest of the four Gospels.  Tradition holds that 

Mark was the first bishop of Alexandria in Egypt.  He is 

portrayed as a winged lion.  St. Mark is the patron saint 

of Venice, Egypt and of notaries.
