There, Blessed Anna Maria Taigi,
a wife, mother and mystic, remains incorrupt. Enjoy free time on your own before an overnight in Rome.

Day 8 « Monday, February 17 « St. Peter’s Basilica | Scavi Tour | Farewell Dinner - b
Begin with a morning Mass in St. Peter’s Basilica. Take a guided tour of this magnificent church with a visit to the tomb of Pope Saint Pius X, who was
found to be incorrupt 30 years after his death. Pending availability, take an exclusive tour of excavations below the Basilica, ending at the resting place
of St. Peter. Enjoy a special farewell dinner together, concluding the pilgrimage. Overnight in Rome.
