The design on Sacred Heart’s 2026 Paschal candle was inspired by the original
bronze gates at the center of the altar rail. Designed by the church’s architect, Albert
Bendernagel, and crafted by Paul Bajon of the Webre Steel Company of Baton Rouge, the
gates were removed during the 1970 renovation of the Sanctuary.

The Lamb of God image on the right gate symbolizes Christ as the perfect sacrifice
for our sins. The banner with cross represents His victory over sin and death. The book isa
reference to the Lamb in the Book of Revelation who is worthy to take the judgment
scroll from God and break the seven seals.

The pelican, illustrated on the left gate, was once believed to feed her chicks with
her own blood and thus became a symbol of Jesus’s sacrifice of Himself for humanity.
